Panel (PCP) Report was released
at the American Society of Clinical
Oncology’s annual meeting. As a
member of the PCP, Lance worked
hard to raise awareness of cancer
survivorship issues. The report,
which outlines issues affecting
cancer survivors diagnosed at all
stages of life, is a result of Lance’s
contribution to the panel.

This spring we also celebrated
the sixth annual Live to Ride
Gala. With the support of donors,
sponsors, participants, Peloton
members and volunteers, we had
our most successful gala ever,
honoring courageous cancer
survivors and raising more than
$720,000 for LAF programs!
With the things we have already
accomplished this year, 1 am very
optimistic for what the following
months hold. Lance is competing
for his sixth Tour de France victory,
and that, coupled with the things
that we are doing, keeps us excited
about the future of the LAF.

2004 Live to Ride Gala

and Carpe Diem Awards
Honor Extraordinary Individuals

This year’s Live to Ride Gala was
more successful  than ever,
honoring  courageous cancer
survivors and raising more than
$720,000 which will provide
support for the LAF’s public
health, advocacy, education and
research programs.

The evening was filled with
familiar faces including Dr.
Andrew von Eschenbach, director
of the National Cancer Institute,
who delivered a compelling keynote
address about the renewed hope
that Lance and the LAF provide for
people living with cancer.

Actor Ben Stiller, who served as
master of ceremonies, delighted the
crowd of 800 and shared
humorous outtakes from his
upcoming film, “Dodgeball: The
Movie,” for which Lance plays
himself in a cameo role. About
Lance’s acting ability, Stiller noted,
“When it comes to acting, Lance
isn’t exactly wearing the yellow
jersey just yet.”

This year’s Carpe Diem Awards,
which were sponsored by Subaru
and Wells Fargo, were also
presented during the Gala to one
organization and two individuals
who have positively impacted the
cancer survivorship community and

inspired survivors to live strong.
Each winner received a $5,000 grant
for the cancer survivorship program
or organization of their choice.
Alisa Gilbert, Susan Rafte and
the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention (CDC) were among
those awarded. Gilbert, who
received the Voice of Survivorship
Award, is the founder and executive
director of the National Office
of Native Cancer Survivorship
(ONCS). ONCS is working to
eliminate the disparity in care and

services between Native cancer
survivors and other communities.

Rafte, who was recognized with
the Spirit of Survivorship Award,
and her sister Jane spearheaded the
development of the Pink Ribbons
Project, Dancers in Motion for
Breast Cancer. The organization
has raised $800,000 for breast
cancer advocacy, education and
research through dance expression.

The CDC was honored with the
Champion of Survivorship Award
for its commitment to cancer
survivorship and the National Action
Plan for Cancer Survivorship — a joint
effort with the LAF to help the
public health community effectively
and comprehensively address cancer
survivorship issues faced by the
growing number of cancer survivors.

The audience was also treated to
an exciting live auction. Auction
items included an opportunity to
sing back-up for Sheryl Crow, an
invitation to have dinner with
Lance and Robin Williams, a
unique Tour de France jersey and a
spot as an extra in the upcoming
Stiller film, “Meet the Faulkers.”
The highest bidder won VIP access
at the Tour de France and will ride
in the team car and attend meetings
on the team bus.

Survivorship

To provide cancer survivors with the
resources, information and support
they need, the LAF and the Centers
for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) were pleased to release this
April A National Action Plan for Cancer
Survivorship:  Advancing Public Health
Strategies. The plan was developed as
part of a joint effort to help the
public health community effectively
and comprehensively address
cancer survivorship issues faced by
the growing number of cancer
survivors living with, through and
beyond cancer.

While several public health
initiatives promote early detection
and prevention of cancer, many
public health organizations do not
currently address cancer survivorship
issues. With the release of the National
Action Plan, the LAF, CDC and their
partners in public health have
made a commitment to adopt
a comprehensive approach to
cancer survivorship.

Medical technology innovations
have led to earlier diagnoses and
improved treatment of most
cancers, resulting in more people
surviving cancer every year. Today,
more than 10 million cancer
survivors live in the United States.
They face a unique set of physical,
psychological, social, spiritual and
financial challenges throughout
their diagnoses and treatment, and
continuing through the rest of
their lives.

“When | was diagnosed with
testicular cancer eight years ago,
nobody really discussed cancer
survivorship issues because few

people understood the issues or how
to address them,” said Lance
Armstrong, cancer survivor and
founder of the LAF. “Today, the
LAF and CDC are changing that.”

The National Action Plan provides
information about preventing
secondary cancers and recurrence of

cancer, promoting appropriate
disease management following
diagnosis and treatment, and

minimizing preventable pain,
disability and psychosocial distress.
The plan also promotes support for
cancer survivors through accessing
the resources and the support of
family, peer and community to
better cope with their disease. The
plan is being distributed to state-
based public health organizations as
a guidance tool for use in their
comprehensive cancer control and
survivorship programs.

“Together CDC and the LAF
are charting a new course for the
public health community to help

cancer survivors enjoy all the
wonderful things life has to offer,”
said Julie Gerberding, MD, MPH,
director of the CDC.

The LAF, CDC, and their
partners are using the National Action
Plan tO iNcrease awareness among the
general public, policy makers,
researchers, advocates and survivors
of the role public health can play in
advancing cancer survivorship issues
and to stimulate organizations to
take action for and on behalf of
cancer survivors. Implementation of
the proposed strategies listed in the
plan may ultimately improve the
overall experience and quality of
life for the millions of Americans
who are living with, through and
beyond cancer.

President’s Cancer Panel Report
Released at American Soclety of
Clinical Oncology Annual Meeting

President George W. Bush appointed Lance
Armstrong to serve as a member of the President’s
Cancer Panel (PCP) in May 2002 along with two
other members including Dr. LaSalle Leffall of the
Howard University College of Medicine in
Washington, D.C. and Dr. Margaret L. Kripke of the
University of Texas M. D. Anderson Cancer Center.

The PCP is charged with monitoring the
development and execution of the activities of the
National Cancer Program and reports directly to the
President. As a member of the PCP, Lance works hard
to raise awareness of cancer survivorship issues, and last
year he encouraged the PCP to take a look at the
challenges that survivors of all ages face.

During 2003, Lance and his fellow PCP
members traveled the country and heard from
cancer survivors about the issues that they
experienced as a result of their diagnosis and
treatment. PCP meetings on cancer survivorship
were held in Denver, Austin, Birmingham,
Philadelphia, San Francisco, Columbus, Houston
and New York City.

The PCP report which outlines issues affecting
cancer survivors diagnosed as children, adolescents,
young adults, adults and older adults, was released
this June at the American Society of Clinical
Oncology annual meeting. To view the report,
please visit www.laf.org.

First-ever United
Texas Tour to Support the
LAF and Cancer Survivors

United Supermarkets and Market

more than 50 Texas cities in
which  United Supermarkets
and Market Street currently
operate stores. A gift of
$350,000 was presented to the
LAF by the employees of United
Supermarkets and Market Street
during the kick-off event which
took place in February. Race
proceeds will be donated to the
LAF in support of the
Foundation’s efforts to help
cancer survivors and their families.

“Cancer
survivorship is a very personal
cause within the United family, as
many of our co-workers and family
members have fought and are
continuing to fight against the
disease. The United Texas Tour is
an extension of our ongoing
commitment to the communities
in which we live.”

As one of the very few
sanctioned events in America, the
United Texas Tour can expect to
attract many of the world’s best
national trade teams and top
Division 1 professional racers to
Texas. The cycling stages will vary
from shorter circuit races to long
stage races of up to 150 miles.

OnJune 16, the LAF celebrated Live
Strong Day and encouraged people
across the country to wear yellow and
join in the battle against cancer.

LAF staff and cancer advocates,
including Peloton members Jerry
Kelly, Lori Tilton, Paul Beck and
Todd McLaughlin, met with their
representatives in Washington D.C.
to raise awareness about the LAF
and educate lawmakers about the 10
million people in the U.S. living
with cancer. The group distributed
Live Strong yellow wristbands to
every member of Congress in an
effort to spread awareness of
the campaign.

“Live Strong Day was a huge
success,” said David Lofye, associate

director of advocacy for the Lance
Armstrong Foundation. “It is so
important for survivors to meet
with our congressional leaders to
share their personal stories and
discuss the issues that cancer
survivors in the U.S. are challenged
with every day.”

The group of advocates also
attended a briefing with lawmakers
and their staff about the National
Action Plan for Cancer Survivorship and
the President's Cancer Panel
Report. Expert testimony was
provided by Dr. LaSalle LeFalle,
chairman of the President's Cancer
Panel, and Dr. Andrew von
Eschenbach, director of the
National Cancer Institute.

LAF Partners with Rainbow Babies
to Open Cancer Survivorship
Center for Young People

The LAF recently partnered with
Rainbow Babies, a Cleveland-
based cancer survivorship clinic
that plans to create a national
resource center dedicated to the
LAF mission of providing the
practical tools and information
people with cancer need to

live strong.
The LAF provided Rainbow
Babies with a $100,000

research grant which will help
the organization provide early
identification and intervention,
advocacy, counsel and education
for young cancer survivors,
their families, educators and
peer groups.

Rainbow Babies plans to
establish a center of support
and counseling for cancer
survivors ages zero to 21.
The program will follow
cancer survivors over time to
investigate their issues and
needs and identify successful
interventions. In addition, the
center will create a program for
newly diagnosed patients to
begin treatment with the support

of professionals, educators,
coaches and survivors.

“Young cancer survivors
represent a traditionally
underserved community,” said
Suzanne Kho, associate director
of the research program at the
LAF. “Like all cancer survivors,
children and young adults face
long-term challenges that should
be addressed. The LAF is excited
to contribute to the creation of
a comprehensive center that
will meet their needs.”

The LAF offers research
grants annually to both
established and  young
investigators who seek to pursue
research that is not readily
fundable from traditional
sources. The LAF has awarded
more than $6.4 million in
research grants since 1997.
Currently the LAF focuses
on funding grants for cancer
survivorship and testicular
cancer research projects. For
more information about LAF
grant funding, please visit
www.laf.org.

“The 10 million cancer survivors living in the U.S. today are
represented by people of all ages, races and religions and can be
found in all corners of our country pursuing a multitude of
occupations,” said Bianca Bellavia, director of communications and
outreach for the LAF. “During the tour we were able to capture the
spirit of survivorship through the collective photos and stories of each
of the courageous and resilient cancer survivors we met.”

Beginning at the National Cancer Institute’s President’s Cancer
Panel in Philadelphia, the LAF visited several cancer-related
organizations that survivors rely on every day for support and hope
including the University of Pennsylvania Cancer Center, Gilda’s
Club in New York, Fertile Hope, The Creative Center,
Candlelighters Childhood Cancer Foundation, Camp Sunshine,
M.D. Anderson Cancer Center, Cook Children’s Medical Center
and Reel Recovery, among many others.
